Derivados de estos objetivos globales, a lo largo del curso se abordaran una serie de objetivos

especificos vinculados a desarrollar las siguientes competencias:

A.Comprension oral:

(1) Comprender conversaciones sobre temas cotidianos.

(2) Comprender informacion (global o especifica) de textos auditivos de la vida cotidiana (explicaciones,
entrevistas, publicidad, etc.)

Para ello es preciso desarrollar las habilidades necesarias para captar el sentido general de un texto

auditivo y/o localizar informacién especifica.

B. Expresion oral:

(1) Pedir y dar informacién de la vida cotidiana y de situaciones habituales, utilizando expresiones
usuales.

(2) Participar en conversaciones sobre diversos temas conocidos y de su entorno. Para ello es
necesario aprender estrategias basicas de compensacion (para compensar los déficits linglisticos) y
desarrollar estrategias de comunicacion: indicar al interlocutor problemas de comprension, pedir por

repeticion, etc.

C. Comprension lectora:

(1) Comprender textos simples (aviso, informacion, etc.)

(2) Comprender textos reales de la vida cotidiana, p. ej. articulos de prensa (comprender la idea general
o detalles especificos).

Para ello es preciso desarrollar las habilidades necesarias para captar el sentido general de un texto y

localizar informacion especifica.

D. Expresion escrita:
(1) Redactar textos sencillos estructurados sobre temas conocidos (p.ej. sobre actividades, personas,

lugares, etc.)

Competencia Iéxica: Dominar un limitado repertorio de vocabulario para desenvolverse en situaciones
habituales de la vida cotidiana.

Competencia gramatical: Utilizar las estructuras gramaticales basicas correctamente.

Competencia semantica: Interpretar el significado de las palabras, estructurar ideas a pesar de disponer
de pocos medios lingliisticos.

Competencia fonolégica: Pronunciar de manera bastante clara.

Competencia ortografica: Dominar la ortografia del Iéxico basico.

Competencias desarrolladas:

-Adquirir, comprender y estructurar conocimientos: aprender las estructuras lingiisticas para poder
aplicarlas en la propia produccion linguistica en el idioma; buscar y estructurar informaciones en el
idioma extranjero desde fuentes auténticas.

-Tener tenacidad, persistencia y constancia: repetir periédicamente estructuras y vocabulario, asi como
superar obstaculos que se presentan en el momento de intentar comprender o expresarse en el idioma

extranjero.
